Salient features of the Regulations

1. Management and disposal of wastewater from premises

2. Mechanized emptying of containment units through sanitary workers and through registered operators

4. Disposal only at treatment plant or designated site and treatment as per standards and norms

5. Providing Urban Local Bodies, the authority to inspect and ensure compliance

GPS tracking facility to be fixed in STV before
application for registration is made and the

tracking link has to be shared with the
Corporation

STV shall be inspected and a certificate shall
be issued by an authorized officer of the

Corporation annually towards proper
functioning of all equipment and verify the

compliance to the requirements of the Motor

No vehicle shall be engaged in the collection, transportation and disposal of faecal sludge and septage,

unless it is registered as a Septage Transport Vehicle (STV)
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3d. License to operate
